Acting in accordance with the provisions set out in paragraph 4 (d) of General Assembly resolution 60/180, the 10 top providers of military personnel and civilian police to United Nations missions have selected the following 5 top providers to serve on the Organizational Committee of the Peacebuilding Commission for the first two-year term: Pakistan, Bangladesh, India, Nigeria and Ghana.


Once a new list of the 10 top contributors is submitted by the Secretary-General in anticipation of the expiration of this initial two-year period, the troop-contributing countries will give further consideration to the size of the contributions, and to the selection of those countries that were not selected previously and that remain on the list of the 10 top contributors.
