Author Joe Klein Targets United Nations in New Book 
Shocking new book by Joe Klein charges that Kofi Annan has adroitly manipulated the UN from behind the scenes. "Annan is not the chief of the Keystone Cops."
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Los Angeles, CA (PRWEB) October 6, 2005 – United Nation's Secretary General Kofi Annan, already under fire in the Oil-for-Food scandal, is the subject of an upcoming book by Joseph Klein that may bring about the final downfall of his scandal-ridden administration, this according to World Ahead Publishing.

"Global Deception: The UN's Stealth Assault on America's Freedom" (World Ahead Publishing; hardcover: $25.95; ISBN 0974670146) by Joseph Klein will debut this November, but its revelations already have people talking. With Annan a major subject of the scathing book, the publisher says that this exposé will weaken the secretary general's already precarious grip on the UN by exposing the secretive means he has used to manipulate countries into expanding the global institution's power at the expense of their own. 

"Recent books on the United Nations have invariably focused on themes of incompetence and corruption, making Annan look like some sort of bungler," says Eric M. Jackson, the president of World Ahead. "Joe Klein's book proves that this kind of dismissive thinking is dangerous. Kofi Annan is not the chief of the Keystone Cops but instead a dangerous, hostile threat to American sovereignty. He and his fellow globalists have adroitly carried out a secretive agenda under everyone's noses—until now."

In addition to exposing how Annan and his lieutenants have re-made the UN into a constant adversary of the U.S. and its allies, "Global Deception" also traces the objectives of the so-called "globalist" movement. The book contends that sympathetic U.S. judges have played a major role in emboldening the movement, in the process setting up a collision course between supporters of democracy and those who want the UN to govern countries' affairs. But despite these dire warnings, the publisher contends that the book's mainstream approach will make it resonate with the American people.

"Klein is definitely no anti-UN conspiracy theorist, and this is not a book for the John Birch crowd," claims Jackson. "To the contrary, Klein would like to see the UN reformed so that it can effectively play the role that Harry Truman first envisioned for it, but this won't be possible until Annan's deceptive agenda is fully exposed to the light of day."
