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The United Nations said that a preliminary investigation of rape allegations by a 23-year-old woman against three Pakistani peacekeepers in Haiti showed it to be a case of prostitution involving two Pakistani police officers. Secretary General Kofi Annan's spokesman, Fred Eckhard, said that the code of conduct for peacekeepers barred participation in prostitution and that the two would be suspended and repatriated to Pakistan for punishment if the allegations were substantiated.
