The Council takes into account the Report of the Special Rapporteur on Promoting Respect for Human Rights while countering Terrorism. It recalls the duty of all States to respect and comply with their obligations under international law, in particular human rights law and international humanitarian law. The Council urges all States to take all necessary steps to ensure that persons detained by them, regardless of the place of arrest or of detention, benefit from the guarantees to which they are entitled under international law, including access to a judge, fair trial principles and protection against torture, humiliating or degrading treatment.
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
