Global efforts for the total elimination of racism, racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance and the comprehensive implementation of and follow-up to the Durban Declaration and Programme of Action 
The Human Rights Council,

At its ---- meeting on ---- October 2006, the Human Rights Council recalling its resolution … of … June 2006, and further recalling all the General Assembly resolutions and those of the Commission on Human Rights, in particular the GA resolutions 57/195 of 18 December 2002 and 60/144 of 16 December 2005 and CHR resolution 2002/68 of 25 April 2002, on the subject of racism, racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance, decided:

(a) To recommend to the UNGA to take a decision at its 61st Session, in compliance with its resolution 60/144 of 16 December 2005, on the convening of the Durban Review Conference which would focus on the realities of the present day racism, racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance. To this end the Council further recommends that in the preparatory processes to this proposed Review Conference the UNGA should ensure that all States and Regions demonstrate their resolve and determination to move significantly “from Rhetoric to Reality” in their actions against all the scourges of racism;

(b) To implement, through a structured process, all the recommendations of the OHCHR’s report on the Racial Equality Index and to apply this proposed instrument as the only barometer (score card) to assess the commitment of each State on the combating of racism;

(c) To elevate the status of the ADU to that of a fully-fledged Branch within OHCHR and to provide this new Branch with all the necessary resources to ensure its appropriate feasibility and effectiveness. The Branch would ensure that the High Commissioner for Human Rights makes a positive contribution and place a leadership role in the global efforts to combat all the resurgent scourges of racism.
