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Thank you, Mr. President.

Mr. President, today the General Assembly heard a number of unsubstantiated allegations about my country from the representative of the Israeli regime, a regime which has been based on violence, occupation, corruption and state terrorism and bloodshed.  Israel throughout its entire dark history and ever since its inception has always been deeply suffering from the lack of legitimacy.  So its not surprising that the representative of such a regime ruled constantly by those who are culprits of various crimes against humanity and war crimes make such baseless and fabricated propaganda as a remedy for its illegitimacy.  
It’s but an open secret, Mr. President, that Israel has continuously and purposely violated many international laws and norms, let alone dozens of UN Resolutions about which the response of this illegitimate and irresponsible regime has been nothing but complete defiance.  In this context, a particular reference, Mr. President, can be made to the mischievous policy of the Israeli regime on the nuclear issue which is a showcase of its concealment and unabated pursuance of nuclear arsenal during the past decades.  Its undisputable that such an ill-intentioned policy has been threatening the peace and security in the volatile region of the Middle East for years.  In fact, Israeli nuclear danger and its missile capabilities coupled with its wicked behavior and satanic intentions present the real threat not only to the regional peace and security but also to the whole world.  Therefore, this threat needs to be urgently and decisively addressed by the international community.
Indeed, this regime should face a united front and must be kept under continuous pressure to relinquish its nuclear program and place all its nuclear facilities under international monitoring.  It is worth mentioning, Mr. President, that the only existing obstacle for the establishment of a nuclear weapons-free zone in the Middle East is the non-adherence of this regime to the NPT and its continued clandestine operation of the un-safeguarded nuclear facilities with the help and technological assistance from a certain state.  This regime has paid no attention to the constant international calling in different fora, particularly in the NPT 2000 [indecipherable word] conference, which by name called upon this regime to accede to the NPT immediately and without any condition.  

Moreover, the said regime has never been a party to the international instruments on Weapons of Mass Destruction, namely CWC, BWC and the NPT.  Mr. President, the Islamic Republic of Iran, as a party to the CWC, BWC and NPT is committed to all provisions of these instruments and while being transparent to making declarations and accepting the international monitoring and inspection by the [indecipherable word] international bodies in particular the IAEA, has always stated that it would not abandon its rights for peaceful uses of nuclear technology due to the politically motivated accusations.
Mr. President, the baseless allegations and the statement of the representative of the Zionist regime in this assembly today, will indicate that those who are putting my country on the growing unreasonable and unfair pressure are in fact trying to serve the interests of the illegitimate Israeli regime.  We believe that the international community is well aware of this ploy and therefore will not give in to the pressure designed to safeguard the illegal policies and practices of the Zionist regime and its illegitimate interests.
I request, Mr. President, that this statement will be included in the record of this session of the plenary and I thank you very much, Mr. President.
