Syria’s General Statement after voting on fourth committee resolutions

Thank you chairman for your efforts.  Thank all voted in favor in all resolutions under 2 items.

I was very much heartened by level of support given to these resolutions including support, almost unanimous support, given to resolution on occupied Syrian Golan.  Shows how much international community is still committed to justice, and to the rule of law rather than the rule of occupation.  At the same time, this vote on all these resolutions sends a very clear message to Israel to respect international law, to join peace process and withdraw from occupied Arab territories, including from the Syrian Golan.  In fact, Syria has called during the past many years for a just and comprehensive solution, Israel has rejected all of our pleas and calls to conduct our negotiations and to reach agreement that ensures Israeli withdrawal from occupied territories.  This has kept situation in the Middle East as tense as you have seen and as explosive and threatening to world peace and security as all of us know.  We believe that support of international community should convince Israel to go in path of peace rather than path of annexing Arab territories and rejection of all calls to achieve a comprehensive peace.  In addition, like to emphasize important role the investigation committee is exercising its role.  We think this committee is very relevant it is doing a great job yet Israel has refused for the last  years to cooperate with this commission, with work conducted by this body of the UN which shows disrespect for international comm.  I once again emphasize the need that the UN, states take concrete action to force Israel to join peace talks, to work for just and comprehensive peace in region which is only solution for ongoing troubles and sacrifices and problems the region and the world are witnessing.
